What then are ways that we can acquire the all  -important virtue of patience? We will offer four concrete ways that we can attain patience.
1. PRAYER. St. Ignatius insists that we must beg for grace. St. Augustine humbly reminds us that we are all beggars before God. God is willing
to give if we simply persevere in asking Him.  Remember the persistent widow who gained the favor of the callous and cold  -hearte d judge for
the simple reason that she kept begging for his help. 0O0Ask and you will receive, seek and you wil/l

2. JESUSO® Llé&sfus saiad, tdhe Way, the Truth, and the Life. No o if ee spemditens ¢ o0
meditating on the Gospels and the words, gestures, and actions of Jesus, then it will rub off on us. We will start to imitate J  esus more and
more and specifically in the virtue of patience.

3. PASSION OF CHRIST. A constant meditation on the Passion, suffering, crucifixion, and death of Jesus can prove to be an infinite source of
blessings and key to open up the door of patience to the most hardened of hearts. When the trials descend upon us like a torr ential deluge,
call to mind some element of the Passion of Christ. The trial will be viewed in a more universal and supernatural perspective . The love of

Jesus can move us to carry patiently the most burdensome crosses!

4.  MARY, OUR LADY OF SORROWS. Only second to Jesus was Mary in the intensity of suffering. Mary stood at the foot of the Cross,
patience to a heroic degree. Mary practiced patience her whole life: travelling to Bethlehem, fleeing to Egypt, seeking out h er lost Son for
three long days, and accompanying her beloved Son Jesus, seeing Him crucified, and staying with Him until He drew His last, d ying
breath. When our patience is put to the test, then we should lift up our eyes, mind, heart and soul to Our Lady, and she will ac quire for us
heroic patience.

All of us struggle on a daily basis to be patient with others, with ourselves, with circumstances and, at times, even with Go d. Patience is so essential

to our lives. Let us use the arms we have in our arsenal to attain the all ~ -important virtue of patience. Let us pray as beggars  to the most generous
giver, God. Let us draw close to Jesus the OHoly of Hol i es 6to prdctee patiersce me d i
surface, to call to mind all that Jesus suffered for us. Finally, may Our Lady of Sorrows attain for me a meek, humble and pa tie nt heart!
